MINUTE APPROVAL: Boles motioned, and Kennicker seconded, approval of the minutes from the August 2, 2018 meeting.  The motion passed unanimously. 
                   
PUBLIC COMMENT: None.

2018 CITY COUNCIL GOALS & PRIORITIES:  Burbach presented the 2018 City Council Goals & Priorities, and the Commission discussed the implications for their work in the coming year.  Boles asked that as the final progress report for the 2017 goals was completed, a simple “red-yellow-green” analysis was done to determine how much project was made towards the goals.  The Commission seeks to have input on the Poverty Reduction Action Plan (Policy Agenda Top Priority), City Performance Measurements/Open Data/Data Governance (Management Agenda High Priority), and several Management in Progress and Major Projects.

[bookmark: _GoBack]ENERY EFFICIENCY IN LOW-INCOME HOUSING:  The Commission received the report which detailed the disproportionate impact of energy costs on low-income housing cost burden, and information on the current state of programs in Dubuque.  Roussell recommended that Operation New view and the utilities be invited to present to the Commission in March 2019, when new energy efficiency plans are adopted.  Boles volunteered to review data in search of root causes.

STAR RESILIENT COMMUNITIES GUIDE: Burbach presented STAR’s new Resilient Communities Guide, and the Commission discussed Dubuque’s current work in the identified areas and the work that could be done prior to 2019 recertification.  No next steps were identified for short-term action.

NEXT MEETING: The next commission meeting will occur on Thursday, October 4 at 5:00 pm in the City Hall Annex.
