decals or yellow single-use yard waste stickers are required.

The City will provide a Merry Mulch collection of natural Christmas trees, food scraps
and yard debris for two weeks beginning on Monday, Jan. 7, 2013, and ending Friday, Jan.
18, 2013. Trees must be free of decorations and have an attached City brush-tie or yellow
yard waste sticker.
